Here’s hoping that the articles in this journal issue, devoted to
congenital defects of the oro-facial complex, bring a little more
understanding, empathy and thus professional and interpersonal
help to those who need it. The topic of congenital oro-facial
defects will also be addressed in the following episodes of the
Redi o feéi podcasts, which are published monthly on YouTube,
Apple Podcasts and Google Podcasts.

The December issue of LKL will focus on the issue of
psychiatric considerations in clinical speech therapy.
